Re: Eastern Corridor Multimodal Project Oasis Rail Transit - Riverfront Rail

Dear Property Owner:

The Hamilton County Transportation Improvement District (HCTID) in
cooperation with the City of Cincinnati, Hamilton County, Metro/SORTA, Clermont
County, the Ohio-Kentucky-Indiana Regional Council of Governments, and the Ohio
Department of Transportation is continuing to work on the Eastern Corridor
Multimodal Transportation Improvement Project (Eastern Corridor Project), which
includes a Riverfront Rail Transit component in downtown Cincinnati. The Eastern
Corridor Project is a land use driven program of proposed transportation
improvements involving new highway capacity, expanded bus service and rail transit
infrastructure from downtown Cincinnati in Hamilton County to the I-275 outer belt
area in Clermont County. Previous work on the Eastern Corridor Project identified
feasible alternatives for further study and was documented in a Tier | Environmental
Impact Statement and Record of Decision issued by the Federal Highway
Administration in 2006. The implementation of the Eastern Corridor Project will
address historic transportation deficiencies in the eastern sector of the greater
Cincinnati area associated with connectivity, safety and travel capacity in a
multimodal framework that is expected to sustain and support local community
development, land use and resource protection goals.

The next step in developing the Riverfront Rail component of the Eastern
Corridor Project consists of evaluating potential alternatives for rail transit on the
Cincinnati riverfront from Ted Berry International Friendship Park to the Riverfront
Transit Center located below Second Street. The HCTID has most recently
authorized additional Riverfront Rail work that will further refine and evaluate
previously identified preliminary rail transit alternatives in the effort to identify a
preferred alternative. A map is attached entitled “North Alternatives Riverfront Rail
Transit” that delineates the study area (depicted by a bold black line border).

In connection with this study it is necessary to perform certain field survey
work. Accordingly, we wish to advise you that it may be necessary for survey
personnel from our consultant team (URS Corporation and ENTRAN) to enter upon
your property in the next few weeks to obtain field data needed in connection with
this project. Section 5540.03 of the Ohio Revised Code authorizes such entries.
The survey crews will be utilizing hand held equipment and will not alter any
property. All survey work will be conducted during daylight hours Monday through
Friday. It will not be necessary for survey crews to gain entry into any buildings.
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The project survey crews will not be able to provide definite information or answers to
specific questions regarding the potential rail transit alternatives or related issues. They will
simply be collecting information necessary for continued project development. If at any time you
feel that our representatives have not given proper attention to your property, please notify us at
once.

We sincerely appreciate your cooperation and assistance so that this important survey
work can be completed.
